1.
GENERAL
1.1
All players must pre-register on the club’s on-line booking system

1.2
All members must carry and display their current membership disc, failing which, they may be asked to leave the golf course. 

1.3
All players must have their own bag of clubs unless allowed for under the rules of the competition.

1.4
Players are responsible for keeping the golf course neat and tidy by using the litter bins provided. Should a bin not be available players must remove litter from the course and its environs.

1.5
The ‘Etiquette’ Section of the Rules of Golf must be adhered to at all times.

1.6 Players must replace divots and repair pitch marks on the greens.

1.7       Members are requested not to approach Council members with any club business comments when he/she is         playing on the course.  Any comments should be routed through the Club Manager.
1.8       No headphones or earbuds shall be used on the course or practice area. 
2.
GUESTS

2.1
Members must sign in their guests and ensure that the appropriate visitor(s) fee is paid prior to commencing play. No more than three guests are permitted.

2.2
Members must accompany their guest(s) at all times whilst on the golf course unless authorised by Council or the Club Manager.

2.3
An individual guest cannot be signed in more than three times in any calendar month.   
3.
PRIORITY ON THE COURSE

3.1
Players in an official club competition (listed in the Fixture Card) have the right of way over all other players.
3.2
County Team events have priority over all other matches.

3.3
Players approaching the 8th /17th green must give way to players on the 9th /18th tee.   

4.          TIMES OF PLAY

4.1       During the months of April to June inclusive and September to October inclusive, Junior

Members must be off the course by 6.45 p.m. unless accompanied by a Full Adult Member or Youth Member. This Byelaw does not apply on Full Adult (Gentlemen) competition days. See Bylaw 3. instead.

4.2       During the months of July and August inclusive, Junior Members must be off the course by

            5pm unless accompanied by a Full Adult Member or Youth member.  
            This Byelaw does not apply on a Full Adult (Gentlemen) competition day. See Byelaw 3.

            instead.

4.3
Restricted Members are eligible to play anytime Monday through Friday. Weekend play is not permitted at any time.             
4.4       Medal play is not permissible prior to 6.55 a.m. on Full Adult (Gentlemen) competition days 

           unless allowed for under the rules of a competition.

4.5 Visitors and Guests of Members cannot be introduced on Gentlemen competition days until the after the last tee time , but are allowed to play on Sweepstake days or Ladies competition days but must give way at all times to players taking part in those events.        
4.6      Junior Members cannot commence play prior to 3pm on Full Adult (Gentlemen) competition 

            days unless authorised to do so by the Council.

4.7       Fourball play is not permitted in Full Adult (Gentlemen) competitions unless authorised 

            by the Handicap Committee.

4.8       The course will be closed to everyone, other than competitors, for the duration of a shotgun 

            competition. Play is permitted before and after the competition.
5.        TEES

5.1      Every match must use the appropriate tees, as follows.

Articles or equipment belonging to the Golf Club should not be removed from the Clubhouse without prior authority. 
6.2
All members must leave the Clubhouse and the car park neat and tidy and deposit litter in the bins provided

All members must ensure that the Clubhouse windows and doors are securely fastened when leaving the building.

7. 
PRACTICE

7.1
Practice on the course is not permissible at any time except when allowed under the Rules of Golf or during Club coaching events..

7.2
Players must not have more than one ball in play during a round except when allowed by the Rules of Golf.

7.3
 The practice area is available for all members even if their category does not allow play on the course. When the latter is applicable, they must give way to other members as necessary.

7.4
When the course is closed the practice areas are also closed.

8.
DRESS

8.1
Players must be reasonably presented at all times. 

8.2
Specific requirements are as follows:

the torso must be covered at all times

appropriate golfing footwear must be worn
o
non-golfing sporting attire, such as football strips, are not permitted.

CONSEQUENCES

9.1
FAILURE TO ADHERE TO THE RULES OF GOLF, CLUB CONSTITUTION, BYELAWS, LOCAL RULES AND THE RULES OF ETIQUETTE RISKS SUSPENSION OF MEMBERSHIP.

LOCAL RULES
1. OUT OF BOUNDS: A ball is deemed out of bounds when:-
1.1
The whole ball comes rest over any fence bounding the course. The line of the fence is extended vertically upwards and downwards.

1.2 
In playing a stroke from the 2nd/11th hole, the whole ball comes to rest at any point to the right of the hole or in line with the white marker posts. The out of bounds line (and therefore the out of bounds limits) is marked at the beginning and end by black and white marker posts. 

1.3 
The whole ball comes to rest in the Clubhouse area dictated by white line and marker      posts.

1.4 
The whole ball comes to rest on the practice area to the right of the 1st/10th hole dictated by 
white marker posts or in line with the white marker posts.
1.5
The whole ball comes to rest within the new practice area next to the 4th and 5th holes dictated by white marker posts or in line with the white marker posts.
2. 
ABNORMAL GROUND CONDITIONS is any area marked thus:-

Any area circled with white paint.

5. 
INTEGRAL PART OF THE COURSE

5.1 
The bridge crossing the ditch at the 8th/17th hole is deemed as an integral part of the course. Relief may be taken without penalty. The extension of the ditch marked with white posts is out of bounds
6. 
PREFERRED LIES

6.1 
A ball lying on a closely mown area through the green may be lifted without penalty and cleaned.

6.2  
Before lifting the ball, the player must mark its position. Having lifted the ball, he must place it on a spot within six inches of and not nearer the hole than where it originally lay.

COMPETITION RULES AND GUIDELINES 


DEFINITIONS

COMPETITION

Any event in which medal conditions prevail and for which a competition scratch score is calculated.

GROSS SCORE

The number of actual strokes taken by a player at a hole or in a competition.

NET SCORE

The number of actual strokes, less the handicap allocation, by a player at a hole or in a competition.

NO RETURN

A no return occurs when a player is unable to, or chooses not to, return a score at any or all holes on his scorecard.
COMPETITION SCRATCH SCORE

This is the score allotted to a competition using the conditions given in World Handicapping System and calculated by Scottish Golf.
COMPETITION RESULT SHEET

The competition result sheet shall be posted as soon as practical after the close of a competition. This sheet shall show the following information:

· Competition Scratch Score

· Competition Results

· Section winners (see Weir Cup)

· Competition Sweep winners

· Two’s Sweep winners

· Handicap Adjustments (both up and down)

SUDDEN DEATH

This occurs when a match play competition is ‘all square’ after the stipulated round is completed. Players/teams shall NOT replay the match but continue to the 19th, 20th holes etc. The player/team shall receive strokes at appropriate holes. The first player/team to win a hole shall win the match.
INVITED JUNIOR MEMBERS

In order to encourage and reward our Junior Members, any player who reaches a certain level of play, courtesy and etiquette shall be considered to play in Full Adult (Gentlemen) Competitions. This invitation shall not be automatic and will be considered by Council using the following guidelines:-

· If a player reaches a handicap of 12 or better, they MAY be invited to play in Midweek Medals
· If a player achieves a handicap of 8 or better, they MAY be invited to play in Midweek Medals and Monthly Medals.
· If a player achieves a handicap of 5 or better, they MAY be invited to play in midweek medals and stablefords, monthly medals, the Club Championship, the Strokeplay Championship and the Burgh Trophy. Invited Junior Members must have their scorecard marked by a Full Adult Member (this does not include Youth Members) and cannot enter any arranged sweeps. If the play, courtesy or etiquette of an invited Junior Member deteriorates, they may have their invitation withdrawn without notice.
GENTLEMEN GENERAL RULES AND GUIDELINES

OBTAINING A HANDICAP

Competitions are only open to players who hold a current handicap. New members must provide a current handicap certificate from their previous club or identify their ‘home’ club. To obtain a handicap, players must return scorecards to make up 54 Holes, signed by another member and the player, over a measured course. These scores do not have to be achieved in a competition and there is a section on the scorecard to indicate which tees have been used. When the cards have been posted, the Handicap Committee will add the player’s handicap to the Master Handicap List.

ENTERING COMPETITIONS

Under the World Handicapping System a player must ‘Ensure that before competing in a qualifying competition his entry has been inserted in the Sweeps and 2’s entry sheet’. 
START TIME GUIDE LINES

All players shall book their Tee Times through the BRS System
ENTRY SHEET 

To enter & play in competitions, you must add your name to the Sweeps and 2’s entry sheet which is posted in either in the gents changing room or outside the clubhouse and failure to do so will result in disqualification from the competition. The rules for entering the competition are clearly marked at the top of each entry sheet.  At the end of a competition please make sure you have entered your score using the keypad in the lounge even if you are posting a no return. When a disqualified player’s scorecard is returned the score will count for handicapping purposes but NOT for the course record.

If you are playing in a competition in order to gain a handicap you do not have to either write your name on the competition entry sheet or pay any sweep money. You must however mark clearly on your scorecard that the card is “For Handicap” and ensure that the date of play and the tees you have used are clearly quoted. You also must ensure that it has been signed by yourself and your playing partner. 
SWEEPS
The Handicap Committee arrange optional competition and two’s sweeps for most adult competitions. To enter these optional sweeps, tick the appropriate box on the competition entry sheet prior to play. When adding your name to the competition entry sheet please mark the number against your name on both your scorecard and the envelope containing your sweep money as this helps the Handicap Committee when checking the scorecards and sweep money at the end of the competition. Post the clearly marked envelope through the competition box in the Gents Changing Room. Competition sweeps are usually paid out for the first three places in a competition. A player who has entered the two’s sweep and has a GROSS two on his scorecard will receive an equal share of the total monies received for the sweep dependant upon the number of qualifying GROSS twos posted. If no GROSS twos are posted during a competition the monies collected shall be added to the amount paid out for the next competition open to ALL full members. It shall be a player’s responsibility to collect any sweep monies due to them. Sweep monies not collected by the AGM of each year shall be returned to club funds.

Players disqualified for ANY reason will forfeit any sweep monies paid.

Players disqualified for ANY reason will forfeit any competition sweep monies due.

Players disqualified for incorrectly entering a competition will also forfeit any twos sweep monies due.
SHOTGUN STARTS

If a competition is listed on the fixture card or notice board as a shotgun start, players wishing to participate in that competition should be ready to play at least 15 minutes prior to the stated starting time. A starter will inform you of your playing group and starting tee and play should only commence when you are signalled to do so.

SCORECARDS
Players are responsible for the correct score entry of each hole they complete and ensuring that the scorecard is verified by both the player and the person marking the scorecard and scorecards can only be verified by a fellow competitor or a nominated marker. Prior to posting the scorecard through the competition letterbox, players should ensure the correct entry of their score on the computer. If anyone is unsure about the operation of the computer software, please ask. A player whose scorecard has not been posted through the competition letterbox will be deemed to have returned a ‘no return’ for that competition. 
SUSPENSION OF PLAY AND ABANDONING COMPETITIONS 
As Dundas Parks Golf Club does not have a Marshall or Professional it is necessary to rely on the Green Staff, Club Manager, an Office bearer or any Member of Council present to decide whether the course is playable. To aid them in deciding whether the competition should be suspended, the following guidelines should be followed:

 if relief CANNOT be taken from casual water under Rules of Golf, play shall be suspended and the course closed. Other players on the course must be notified of the course closure as soon as possible (Claxon Horn sounded from the clubhouse).

see the Rules of Golf 5.7b for procedures when play is suspended.


person(s) making the decision must monitor the condition of the course and re-open when appropriate.


if play is suspended for more than 90 consecutive minutes, the competition shall be abandoned and play declared null and void and all scores cancelled for the round in question.  Such abandoned competitions may be re-scheduled at the discretion of the Handicap Committee. 


players who leave the course prior to re-opening or abandoning will be deemed to have withdrawn from the competition and their score shall be recorded as a no return.


if a competition is abandoned, a notice should be placed on the entry sheet to inform players who arrive to play later in the day. 

if a competition is abandoned, sweep monies shall be added to the amount paid out for the next competition open to ALL full members. 

HOLE IN ONE
A player achieving a hole in one in any official competition will qualify for a prize. A hole in one shall NOT qualify for a share of the two’s sweep.

NO RETURNS
A no return occurs during a competition when a player, for whatever reason, decides that he cannot complete his round (i.e.) not all 18 scores are entered on the score card. If a player decides to ‘no return’ during a competition, he must enter the scores for the completed holes only and post the scorecard as per the guidelines under ‘Scorecards’.

PLEASE NOTE: A player’s handicap may still be altered under Rule 19.1 of the World Handicapping System.

COURSE RECORD

The course record may only be set in an official, individual stroke play competition where the course has not been altered, under the Rules of Golf, sufficiently to affect the standard scratch score of the course and preferred lies are not in use out with the allowed period. A score returned by a player who has not entered a competition (see entering competitions) shall NOT qualify for the course record. A score returned by a player who has been disqualified for any reason which did NOT affect his gross score, shall qualify for the course record.
STROKE INDEX

The stroke index is used to offset the differences between handicaps in handicap matchplay, foursomes, fourball, stableford and bogey competitions. The stroke index is designed to reflect the degree of difficulty of each hole on the course and is usually determined by the historical playing record for the course. The hardest hole shall be stroke index 1 and the easiest being stroke index 18. If a player determines that he receives, for example, 7 strokes, they shall be taken at holes with a stroke index of 1 to 7 inclusive. If a player receives more than 18 strokes, he shall take 2 strokes at the holes, which have a stroke index up to, and equal to the number of strokes he receives above 18 and 1 stroke at all other holes.

TYPES OF PLAY
STROKEPLAY

These types of competition shall be run in accordance with Rule 3 of The Rules of Golf. There are two types of stroke play competitions, these being:

· Handicap Strokeplay: Where the best NET score is the winner.

· Scratch Strokeplay: Where the best GROSS score is the winner.

In the event of a tie in any strokeplay competition, the winner will be decided by the best score for the last 9, 6, 3 and last hole in that order [see The Rules of Golf ]
MATCHPLAY

These types of competitions shall be run in accordance with Rule 2 of The Rules of Golf. If, in a match play competition, play cannot continue for any reason, play may be suspended only on the completion of a hole. The Handicap Committee must be informed immediately of abandonment and they will apply The Rules of Golf.

MATCHPLAY SINGLES

In handicap competitions, unless otherwise stated, the highest handicap player shall receive a number of strokes equal to the full difference between the handicaps of the two players (rounded to the nearest whole number) and strokes shall be taken in accordance with the published stroke index.

FOURSOMES

These types of competition shall be run in accordance with The Rules of Golf.
FOURSOMES STROKEPLAY

In handicap competitions, unless otherwise stated, a pair shall receive a handicap equal to half the aggregate handicap of the two players (rounded to the nearest whole number).

FOURSOMES MATCHPLAY

In handicap competitions, unless otherwise stated, the higher handicapped pair shall receive a number of strokes equal to ½ the full difference between the aggregate handicaps of either pair (rounded to the nearest whole number). Strokes shall be taken in accordance with the published stroke index.

FOURBALL STROKEPLAY

These types of competitions shall be run in accordance with The Rules of Golf. In handicap competitions, unless otherwise stated, each player shall receive their full handicap allowance and the side should mark their best NET score on the scorecard for each hole with strokes shall be taken in accordance with the published stroke index.

FOURBALL MATCHPLAY

These types of competitions shall be run in accordance with The Rules of Golf. In handicap competitions, the lowest handicapped player shall receive no strokes. All other players shall receive a number of strokes equal to the full difference between each player and the lowest handicapped player. Strokes shall be taken in accordance with the published stroke index and the score for each pair will be the lowest NET score at each hole.

STABLEFORD

These types of competition shall be run in accordance with The Rules of Golf. In handicap competitions, unless otherwise stated, players shall receive their full handicap allowance. Players should mark their gross score on their scorecard (as per stroke play) and the stableford points will be calculated by the Computer
TEXAS SCRAMBLE

A Texas Scramble team shall, whenever possible, consist of 4 players, each playing their own ball. Unless otherwise stated, the following procedures should be followed. All players in a team should tee-off preferably in handicap order, highest handicap first and so on then:

choose the drive your team wishes to play.


all other players retrieve their ball.


the position of the chosen drive should be marked within one club length. If the ball comes to rest on the green, the position should be marked as accurately as possible.


the player whose drive has been chosen plays the next shot first.


other players in the side take it in turn, in handicap order, to drop (if through the green or place if on the green) their ball as close to, but not nearer the hole, to the original position of the ball.


the process is then repeated until the ball is in the hole. Please note: when the ball is in the hole, players in the side may not participate further in that hole.


the gross score is then marked on the scorecard.

To ensure the participation of all players in a team, tee-shots must be chosen by the team as follows:
 Players in a side ------ Number of times each player’s tee-shot must be chosen

In handicap competitions, unless otherwise stated, the handicap allocation shall be as follows:

3 player side 15% of the aggregate handicaps of the team.

4 player side 10% of the aggregate handicaps of the team.

5 player side 5% of the aggregate handicaps of the team.

GREENSOMES

A Greensomes team shall consist of 2 players, playing as partners, following the procedures below:


both players from each side shall tee-off at the start of each hole.


the team then selects which is the ‘best drive’ and continues to play foursomes rules for the remainder of the hole using that ball.


If the side has selected player A’s ball, the next stroke shall be played by player B and vice versa.

In handicap competitions, unless otherwise stated, the handicap allocated shall be as follows:

0.4 of the highest handicap (rounded off) + 0.6 of the lowest handicap (rounded off) e.g. A team consists of a 16-handicap player and a 9-handicap player. The handicap would be calculated as follows:  0.4 x 16 = 6.4 rounded off to 6 plus 0.6 x 9 = 5.4 rounded off to 5.

Playing Handicap = 5 + 6 = 11

COUNTY COMPETITIONS

These competitions are run under rules set by The Linlithgowshire Golf Association.

Players should treat these competitions as ballot competitions. Entry sheets will be posted on the notice board as early as possible. No late entries will be accepted for ANY reason. Entry fees should be placed in a clearly marked envelope and posted through the Competition Letterbox. If the Entry Fee is not posted by the due date, the player’s name will not be forwarded for entry into the competition.
COMPETITIONS 

The following competitions are only open to appropriate members who have a current handicap. The format of all individual competitions shall be a maximum of 3-ball (exception – winter league, max 4-ball). 
OPENING DAY COMPETITION
The Opening Day competition is designed to be a social event to open the new season and shall be open to ALL members of the Golf Club. The event may vary from year to year but shall have a specific tee-off time and entries can be taken on the day. The rules and format are usually posted on the Noticeboard.

MONTHLY MEDALS
Monthly medals shall be played as handicap, strokeplay competitions and shall be open to Full Adult (Gentlemen), Youth and invited Junior Members. The winner of the medal shall be the player with the lowest net score. There shall also be 3 section winners (one of which will be the medal winner) who will qualify for the Weir Cup. If an invited junior member is a section winner, he shall not qualify for the Weir Cup. The sections are defined as below:

Section 1 – Up to 7 : Section 2 – 8 to 14 : Section 3- 15 to 36
GREENSOMES
This competition is player by the rules explained in the greensomes section and is open to Full Adult (Gentlemen) and Youth members. Players are requested to arrange their own partners and matches.

MUNRO SHIELD (handicap knockout foursomes)
This is a handicap, foursomes, matchplay competition and is open to Full Adult (Gentlemen) and Youth members. The rules for entry and ties are the same as the Sir Stewart Stewart-Clark Trophy.
SIR STEWART STEWART-CLARK TROPHY
(handicap knockout singles) 
This is a handicap, matchplay singles competition and is open to all Full Adult (Gentlemen) and Youth members. The Handicap Committee shall post an entry sheet at least 4 weeks prior to the closing date for entries (see fixture card). Any player who has not entered or posted their entry fee (if required) shall not be allowed to compete. The draw and ‘to be played by dates’ shall be posted on the noticeboard shortly after the closing date for entries. The following rules shall be strictly adhered to:


Neither player is deemed the challenger and shall offer their opponent at least three dates, one of which must be a weekend, on which to play the tie.


If either player has any difficulty in contacting his opponent, he must contact the Handicap Committe immediately.


If, after initial contact, a mutual arrangement cannot be made, either player must contact the Handicap Committee at least 1 week prior to the ‘to be played by date’.


Extension beyond the ‘to be played by date’ will only be given in exceptional circumstances e.g. (personal injury or family berievement)


In the event of arbitration the Handicap Committee’s decision is final.

BREWERY PRODUCTS STABLEFORD
This is a handicap, stableford competition open to Full Adult (Gentlemen) members who are 50 years or over on the day of the competition.
DRAMBUIE TROPHY
This is a handicap, stableford competition open to Full Adult (Gentlemen) and Youth members.

CAPTAIN’S PUTTER
This is a handicap, strokeplay ballot competition open to Full Adult (Gentlemen) and Youth members. 
TOM COLQUHOUN QUAICH
This is a handicap, strokeplay ballot competition open to Full Adult (Gentlemen) and Youth members. 
MIDWEEK COMPETITIONS/SWEEPSTAKE (White/Yellow
Tees) Strokeplay
Midweek competitions shall be played as handicap, strokeplay competitions and shall be open to Full Adult (gentlemen), Restricted (Gentlemen), Youth and invited Junior Members. The winner of the medal shall be the player with the lowest net score. There shall also be 3 section winners (one of which will be the Medal Winner) who will qualify for the Weir Cup. If a Restricted or an invited Junior Member wins a midweek medal/Sweepstake or is a section winner, he shall NOT qualify for the Weir Cup.
MIDWEEK COMPETITIONS/SWEEPSTAKE (White/YellowTees) Stableford
Midweek Stablefords shall be played as handicap, stableford competitions and shall be open to Full Adult (Gentlmen), Restricted (Gentlemen), Youth and invited Junior Members. The winner of the medal shall be the player with the highest number of stableford points. There shall also be 3 section winners (one of which will be the medal winner) who will qualify for the Weir Cup. If a Restricted or invited Junior member wins a Midweek Stableford/Sweepstake or is a Section winner, he shall NOT qualify for the Weir Cup. 

SPRING, SUMMER AND AUTUMN MEETING
These Meetings shall be played as handicap, strokeplay competitions and shall be open to Full Adult (Gentlemen), Youth and invited Junior Members. The winner of the meeting shall be the player with the lowest net score. There shall also be 3 section winners (one of which will be the medal winner) who will qualify for the Weir Cup. If an invited Junior Member is a section winner, he shall NOT qualify for the Weir Cup. 
STROKEPLAY CHAMPIONSHIP
The strokeplay champion shall be the player who returns the lowest 2 rounds aggregate gross score from the 3 club championship qualifying rounds.
BURGH TROPHY
This is a handicap, strokeplay competition open to Full Adult (Gentlemen), Youth members and Invited Juniors. The winner will be the player who returns the lowest net aggregate score of the 2 rounds. 
BURGH PLATE
This is a scratch, strokeplay competition open to Full Adult (Gentlemen) and Youth members. The winner will be the player who returns the lowest gross aggregate score of the 2 rounds. 
THE REDGRAVE TROPHY
This is a handicap, strokeplay competition open to Full Adult (Gentlemen) and Youth members.
THE JOHN STEPHEN TROPHY
This is a handicap, stableford competition open to Full Adult (Gentlemen) and Youth members.
CLUB CHAMPIONSHIPS
This competition is open to Full Adult (Gentlemen), Youth and invited Junior members. They must notify the Handicap Committee BEFORE the first qualifying round of their intentions.

Qualifying for the club championship is played over three nominated rounds (see fixture card). The individual handicap, strokeplay section winners of each round shall qualify for the Weir Cup.
Qualifying is derived as follows: 

· The eight lowest 2 round aggregate gross scores from 3 nominated qualifing rounds, irrespective of handicap, qualify for the club championships knockout rounds.

· The next eight lowest 2 round aggregate gross score from 3 nominated rounds, who have handicaps between 8 and 14 inclusive at the date of the first qualifying round, qualify for the B class championship knockout rounds.
· The next eight lowest 2 round aggregate gross score from 3 nominated rounds, who have handicaps between 15 and 28 inclusive at the date of the first qualifying round, qualify for the C class championship knockout rounds.

CHAMPIONSHIP KNOCKOUT ROUNDS

The knockout rounds of the club championship will be played using a matchplay format. No handicap allowance will be given. The draw for the ties will be made immediately after the final round qualifying and the result along with the times of play posted on the noticeboard. For the dates of the ties (see  the fixture card).
SENIORS STROKEPLAY
This competition is the senior club championship qualifier and is open to all Senior Full Adult (Gentlemen) members aged 50 and over. The eight players, aged 64 and under, with the lowest Gross scores in this competition will qualify for the knockout rounds of the senior club championship.  
VETERANS STROKEPLAY
The eight players, aged 65 and over, with the lowest Gross scores in this competition will qualify for the knockout rounds of the veteran club championship.  
MIXED EVENTS
These events are onganised by the Ladies Committee. Please contact them for details or see noticeboard.

JUBILEE QUAICH
This is awarded to the player who acheives the lowest aggregate 2 net scores from the Spring, Summer and Autumn Meetings. These scores are recorded and the winner is automatically calculated by the Handicap Committee.

INVITATION SILLOTH (GREENSOME)
This is a fourball strokeplay ballot competition using greensome handicaps (see below) open to Full Adult (Gentlemen), Youth members and their guest. The maximum handicap allowance for any individual player will be 24. Players with higher handicaps may enter but will be limited to play off 24. 
A Greensomes team shall consist of 2 players, playing as partners, following the procedures below:


both players from each team shall tee-off at the start of each hole.


the team then selects which is the ‘best drive’ and continues to play foursomes rules for the remainder of the hole using that ball.


If the side has selected player A’s ball, the next stroke shall be played by player B and vice versa.

In handicap competitions, unless otherwise stated, the handicap allocated shall be as follows:

0.4 of the highest handicap (rounded off) + 0.6 of the lowest handicap (rounded off) e.g. a team consists of a 16-handicap player and a 9-handicap player. The handicap would be calculated as follows:  0.4 x 16 = 6.4 rounded off to 6 plus 0.6 x 9 = 5.4 rounded off to 5.

Playing Handicap = 5 + 6 = 11

WEIR CUP

This is a handicap, stroke play ballot competition restricted to players who have qualified throughout the season. Qualifiers will have their tee-off time allocated by the Handicap Committee. The draw will be posted on the noticeboard at least 7 days prior to the event. 
Qualification Rules: - For all competitions for which there is not already a trophy presented, (there will be 3 section winners: - up to 7 : 8 to 14 : 15 to 28)
PERPETUAL CHALLENGE TROPHY

This is awarded to the player who achieves the lowest gross score in an individual stroke play competition played at Dundas Parks Golf Club during the golfing season. In event of a tie, the winner shall be decided using stroke play rules (better last 9, 6 etc)

ORDER OF MERIT

Points are awarded for all individual strokeplay competitions open to Full Adult (Gentlemen) and Youth members, throughout the season. The winner of the Order of Merit shall be the player with the most accumulated points. A regular update of accumulated points will be posted on the noticeboard at different times throughout the season.

WINTER LEAGUE

This competition is played on the first Saturday and the third Sunday of each month during November to March inclusive and is open to Full Adult (Gentlemen) and Youth members. Irrespective of tees and greens, these shall be non-qualifying competitions. Please see the fixture card and noticeboard for more details.
