SPECIAL NOTES

Members are responsible for their guests whilst at Dundas Parks Golf Club. This means ensuring all guests are paid for PRIOR to playing and that all aspects of etiquette are observed.

Anyone not displaying the current membership disc, or otherwise signed in, will be required to leave the golf course (including the practice area).

Failure to replace divots or repair pitch marks and risks the suspension of membership.

Practicing on the course is NOT allowed and risks the suspension of membership.

The principal Club Byelaws are displayed on the notice board and must be adhered to at all times.

COMPETITION NOTES

Entry Fees: All entry fees for specific Club Competitions and County Tournaments must be paid by the requested date (in a clearly marked envelope posted in the Handicap Letterbox). No entry will be accepted without the relevant fee.

Senior Competitions: All senior competitions are open to members who are aged 50 and over on the day of the competition with the exception of the Club Championships.

Veteran Competitions: All senior competitions are open to members who are aged 65 and over on the day of the competition with the exception of the Club Championships.

Summer League: Home Matches, 1st Tee will be reserved from 17.15 to 18.15.

Ladies Midway League: Home matches, 1st Tee will be reserved from 17.15 to 18.15.
Senior Summer League: Home Matches, 1st Tee will be reserved from 12.45 to 13.45.
Start Times: When a start time is indicated, the 1st & 10th Tees will be reserved 15 minutes before the stated tee off time until all competitors have started.

Ladies Competitions: Where stated in the Fixture Card tee time period(s) are reserved for Ladies only, however, out with these periods other members and visitors may tee off. All subject to the stated rule on Right of Way.

Right of Way: Anyone playing in a competition in the Fixture Card, has the right of way over other club competitions (e.g. matchplay ties) both of which have right of way over all other matches except County Team events which have right of way over all other matches. 

Clubgolf: On Thursday nights from 18th April to 27th June, and from the 22nd August to the 19th September the practice facilities are reserved for Clubgolf between 17.00 and 20.15. Hole four and from there to the fifth tee may be used for on course tuition on some of the nights. Matches may play through but could be delayed for safety reasons. A sign will indicate when the 4th hole is being used by Clubgolf.

CLUB CHAMPIONSHIPS

Club Championship: The eight lowest 2 round aggregate gross scores from the 3 nominated qualifying rounds, irrespective of handicap, qualify for the Match Play Rounds. Ties to be played on specified dates & times (see Fixture Card). Ties are to be played over 18 holes. Final to be played over 36 holes. Winner of Match Play becomes Club Champion.

Ladies Club Championship: The eight lowest gross scores from the 3 nominated qualifying rounds, irrespective of handicap, qualify for the Match Play Rounds. Ties to be played by specified dates. Ties are to be played over 18 holes. Final to be played over 18 holes. Winner of Match Play becomes Ladies Club Champion.

B & C Class: The next eight lowest 2 round aggregate gross scores from the 3 nominated qualifying rounds, depending on handicap category, qualify for the Match Play Rounds. Ties to be played on specified dates & times (see Fixture Card). Ties are to be played over 18 holes. Handicaps (at first qualifying round): B Class 8 to 14. C Class 15 to 28. Finals of B & C Class played over 18 holes. Winners of the Match Play become B & C Class Club Champions. 

Senior Club Championship: Championship for players aged between 50 and 64 as at 1st January of the current year. The eight lowest gross scores from the Senior Strokeplay Championship qualify for the Match Play Rounds. Ties to be played by specified dates. Ties are to be played over 18 holes.  Winner of the Match Play becomes Senior Club Champion.
Players who have qualified for the Senior Club Championship knockout stages can still play in the Club Championship qualifiers and would also be eligible to play in the main Club Championship Match Play Rounds.
Should a Senior qualify for another Club Championship Final the Senior Final will be played on a date to be agreed between the players.

Veteran Club Championship: Championship for players aged 65 and over as at 1st January of the current year. The eight lowest gross scores from the Senior Strokeplay Championship qualify for the Match Play Rounds. Ties to be played by specified dates. Ties are to be played over 18 holes.  Winner of the Match Play becomes Veteran Champion.
Players who have qualified for the Veteran Club Championship knockout stages can still play in the Club Championship qualifiers and would also be eligible to play in the main Club Championship Match Play Rounds.
Should a Veteran qualify for another Club Championship Final the Veteran Final will be played on a date to be agreed between the players

Ladies Veteran Club Championship: Championship for players aged 65 and over as at 1st January of the current year. The eight lowest gross scores from the 3 nominated qualifying rounds, irrespective of handicap, qualify for the Match Play Rounds. Ties to be played by specified dates. Ties are to be played over 18 holes. Final to be played over 18 holes. Winner of Match Play becomes Ladies Veteran Club Champion. Ladies over 65 will be required to opt for either the Club Championship or the Veteran Championship before playing the qualifying medals.

Junior Club Championship: The eight lowest scores from the 3 nominated qualifying rounds, irrespective of handicap, qualify for Match Play Rounds. Qualifying players to arrange their own ties up to and including semi-final within a specified period (See Notice Board). Final is to be played over 18 holes. Winner of the Match Play becomes Junior Champion.
